To participate to this award, the PhD theses have to be dealt with the geochemistry of magmatic
processes, including any process affecting melting or crystallization of a magma and aimed at
tracking the evolution of melts through partial melting, crystallization, and interaction with
surrounding rocks using major/trace elements and isotopic tracers. Thus, the potential
candidates to this award should have produced a PhD thesis by investigating key processes
such as fractional crystallization, magma mixing, and mantle source variations that dictate the
chemical, and isotopic composition of igneous rocks. The processes that can potentially
modify the melt include evolution of a fluid phase (H.O or CO,), fractional crystallization,
assimilation of country rocks, immiscibility of liquids, and flow differentiation. These processes
range from equilibrium to various degrees of disequilibrium and that may mathematically be
modeled.

Premio Tonani

The Tonani’s award is dedicated to advancing applied research and technological innovation in
geochemistry for mineral exploration, environmental monitoring, resource development, and
related fields. The theme of this award is also focused on the transformative role of data
science in applied geochemistry, emphasizing the use of advanced analytical and
computational tools to unlock new insights from geochemical data. The PhD theses are
expected to provide recent advances in data analytics, machine learning, and geochemical
interpretation that are transforming the fields of mineral exploration and environmental
geoscience.

Premio Tongiorgi

This award is dedicated to PhD theses dealing with isotope geochemistry since this discipline
is an essential part of geochemistry that applies to a wide variety of geoscientific problems,
spanning the whole field of Earth Sciences and over. PhD theses containing improvements in
mass spectrometry addressed to the investigation of isotope variations of a wide range of
transition and heavy elements are welcome as well as studies on stable and radioactive
isotopic systems applied to inorganic and organic samples. PhD theses, including new
analytical methods in isotope geochemistry dealing with environmental and geological
matrices from sample collection and preparation to the fine tuning in mass spectrometry, data
reduction and interpretation, will be taken into account.
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Premio Nisi

This award is in memory of Barbara Nisi and concerns the main scientific activities she carried
out during her life. In particular, PhD theses dealing with hydrogeochemistry and aimed at
studying the chemical composition and processes of water in relation to geological materials,
particularly in complex environments such as mines and mineralized areas, and seawater are
welcome as well as investigations on the distribution of potentially toxic elements in soils and
stream sediments. PhD theses can also be submitted when dealing with soil and water flux
measurements of CO,, CH, and/or other gases from anthropic and geogenic environments,
when referring to new technologies or already well-known techniques concerning new and
peculiar environments. PhD theses with new techniques of flux data processing, including
machine learning, or other innovative approaches are also appreciated. This award is cofinanced
by CNR-IGG (Institute of Geosciences and Earth Resources) and So.Ge.lI.
